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The following is a description of abstract submission format and guideline for MAEGS-16. You can directly use this template without changing the form. 
The page should be set on A4 portrait format (210 x 297 mm), with top margins at 25 mm, bottom margins at 25 mm, left margins at 30 mm and right margins at 25 mm. The abstract (extended abstract) can have from 1 to 6 pages (six) pages. Use "MS Word" (.doc or .rtf) document format.
Title. The title should be left indented with Times New Roman font, 14-point, bold type.
Leave one empty line (11 pt.) and then give the full name(s) and family name(s) of the author(s).

Name of the author(s). The author’s given name(s) and family name(s) should be below the title, small letters for given name, capital letters for family name, bold type, 12-point size and also left indented. The name of the author who will present the paper should be underlined.

Leave one line empty (11 pt.) and then give the address(es).
Address. Affiliations and e-mail address are italicized in TNR 10-point font. Affiliations are given as department and institution names with City, Postal code, and Country names. Leave one empty line (11 pts.) before the text. 

Key words. Up to five keywords should be listed with normal Times New Roman 10-point font. 

Text. Text is Times New Roman 11-point font, justified with 1.0 line spacing (single spaced). 

References. All references cited in the text should be given in the reference list and vice versa. The reference list should be arranged alphabetically and chronologically, with the authors always listed with their family name first. The suffixes "a", "b", etc. should be added to the date of papers by the same author and the same year. Citations in text should be as follows: (Collins, 2005); Filipescu (2004), or where three or more authors in the reference please cite in the text as (Onac et al., 2004) or Ionescu et al. (2002). Journal and book titles must be spelled out in full (not abbreviated). Example:


Balintoni, I., 1997, Geotectonics of the metamorphic terranes in Romania. Ed. Carpatica, Cluj, 176 pp. (in Romanian).
Bucur, I.I., Conrad, M.A. & Radoicic, R., 1995, Foraminifers and calcareous algae from the Valanginian limestones in the Jerma River Canyon, Eastern Serbia. Revue de Paléobiologie, 14 (2): 349-377.

Ross, S.D., 1974, Phosphates and other oxy-anions of group V. In: The infrared spectra of minerals (Farmer, V.C., Ed.), Mineralogical Society, Monograph 4: 383-422, London.
References should be below the main text, in 10-point font. 

Tables, Figures (black and white) and photographs (colour or greyscale) can be included in the paper (abstract), in a reasonable number respecting page margins and the total length of the abstract. The images, figures and tables should be referred in the text in the order of their appearance. The digital copies should be submitted in JPG or TIF format, with a preferred resolution of 600 dpi for drawings and minimum 300 dpi for colour/grayscale photos. Artwork must be sized to the maximum form text width. Scale bars in figures should be incorporated into the photographs to avoid re-scaling problems during layout preparation. The numbering of the illustrations (e.g. Fig. 1) must correspond to their order of appearance in the text. 

Captions. Figure captions should be added at the end of the abstract after References. Use Times New Roman, 10 pt., with 1.0 line spacing, justified. 
The name of the abstract file should be as follows: Family name of the first author_Session Code (i.e., Jones_2b). If more than one abstract is presented by the same author for the same session, an alphabetical letter should follow the session code (i.e., Jones_2b_a; Jones_1a_b).
